Network Summary

Communications/Connectivity

The District is connected to the Internet via a T-1 line to the Illinois Century Network; this connection is based out of the Graves/Heritage building.  (Metropolitan Area Network)

Our other schools (Walker, Walsh, and Wharton) are each connected to Graves/Heritage via a T-1 line. (Wide Area Network)

Within each building all rooms are wired using Cat-5e or better cable, connected to the server via managed switches with a speed capacity of not less than 100 Mbps.  There are wireless hotspots at Graves, Heritage, and Walsh to support classroom laptops.

Network Operating System

All servers use the Novell network operating system, except for one server with Windows 2000 server edition.  The Novell servers handle all file saving/sharing, communications, printing, and the majority of our network applications.  The Windows server operates as a firewall and is used to implement our e-mail filtering and anti-virus software.
